People in Ukraine are facing a harsh winter as sub-zero temperatures and escalating 
attacks on energy and heating infrastructure are leaving many in the cold.  

In what is Ukraine’s coldest winter in a decade, every moment without heat is life-threatening.

Escalating attacks on energy and heating infrastructure continue to leave people in 5–12°C 
living rooms for days at a time, unable to cook, boil water, run medical devices, or even charge 
a phone to check on loved ones.
